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Abstract

This study aims to analyze the impact of child and youth for enhancing the potential and
strength of community and suggests the guidelines to establish plan for enhancing the potential
of child and youth in Chiang Mai under ASEAN community. It is qualitative research with the
support from quantitative analysis. Primary data was collected from 2,064 communities in
Chiang Mai. Participatory action research (PAR) was used to analyze both positive and negative
impacts, advices and guidelines to prepare the readiness of community concerning child and
youth in Chiang Mai. Descriptive analysis such as mean, percentage and standard deviation were
used. Content analysis were used to make the quantitative analysis to be completed.

The result of study was that there are 14 issues of the positive impacts and 11 issues of
negative impacts concerning child and youth in- Chiang Mai. There are also 14 issues for
preparation of the readiness of community relating child and youth-under ASEAN community
particularly in supporting education render knowledge both in language and culture as well as
technology. There are 21 sectors join and help regarding this matter. As a result, 2 strategic plans
were set to enhance the ability of child and youth in community: 1) turn around strategy means
local administrative organization should create child and youth work in place of officers and
seek for external budget to support. It should arrange activities for educational institute and local
administrative organization should participate in the activities, 2) aggressive strategy means
local administrative organization should promote the strength of child and youth council and
enlarge the cooperation to other schools. The community thereby has set project namely ASEAN
relation project. The main aims of this project is to let children and youth understand and learn
about the context of other countries in ASEAN. All of these 2 projects are supported and receive
the budget from local administrative organization in 2017. The next phase of study will follow
up and evaluate the project so that it will help to enhance the potential in child and youth under

ASEAN community.
