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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to construct and find out the effectiveness of an
instructional package on language readiness preparation based on the whole language approach
for pre-school children of Banmaesate School, Omkoi District, Chiang Mai Province according to
the standard criterion of 80/80, and to study the effects of using the instructional package on
language readiness preparation of the second year kindergarten students 0f Banmaesate School
between pre-leaming and post-learning by using the integrated learning unit on local-related
content in accordance with the learner profile standard in Early Childhood Education Curriculum
B.E.2546 and the whole language approach for the sccond year kindergarten student between the
age of 5 and 6 ycars, The Population used in this study were 9 second year pre-school students, 5
girls and 4 boys, in the first semester of 2011 academic year at Banmaesate School, Omkoi
District, Chiang Mai Province under Chiang Mai Primary Educational Service Area Office 5. The
instruments used in this study were 30 learning management plans in which each plan took 1 unit
per week, language learning skill exercises based on the whole language approach for pre-school
children, and 6 learning units of pre-test and post-test to evaluate the language readiness skills:
Listening, Speaking, Reading and Writing skills before and after learning with the instructional
package on language readiness preparation in order to measurc the learning achievement of the
students.

The results of the study found that the instructional package on language readiness

preparation based on the whole language approach for pre-school children had an efficiency of



§2.18/94.41 indicating that the students had an average score while using this instructional
package of 82.18, and 94.41 after using which was a higher level of efficiency than the criteria set
at 80/80. The results of learning achievement showed that the instructional package constructed
contained local related-content and it provided the students with an opportunity to participate in
choosing the content. The integration of contents, experiences, and activities into real places and
real situations, as well as language interaction enhancing reading readiness according to the whole
language approach were organized. Students” language readiness after leaming through the
instructional package based on the whole language approach was statistically higher than before

learning through the package at 30.54 percent.
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
