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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the Effects of Teaching Total Physical
Response method to develop listening and speaking English performances and 2) to study the
assertive behavior through using Total Physical Response. The populations was 16 students from
Pratom suksa 2 in the second semester of 2014 academic year from Kamon-Riem Sukoson
(Banphatai) School, Chiang Mai.

The instruments used in this research were 1) the lesson plans which organized through
Total Physical Response method which included 10 units and 28 lesson plans, 2) Listening and
Speaking English performance test. 3) The evaluation form of Listening and Speaking English
performances. 4) The observational form of assertive behavior, The data were statistically
analyzed by Percentage, means and standard deviation.

The finding results were as follows :

1. The results of listening and speaking performances of Pratom suksa 2 students
taught through Total Physical Response method which post-test scores was higher than pre-test
scores 61.43 %. In addition, the data from cach lesson plans which was analyzed individually had
shown that there were very good 26 lesson plans and good 2 lesson plans.

2. The results of the evaluation of assertive behavior for Listening and Speaking

English of Pratom suksa 2 students after Method found that overview there were very good level..
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
