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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to constiit les.on pirns using story-telling
activities to develop creativity and learning progress in the pre  <cho.! 3-4 year old students, 2) to
compare the pre-study and post-study creative behavior 2.’ te. ning achievement behavior when
applying the lesson plans constructed and 3) to oose. e the creative behavior and learning
progress when applying the lesson plans constructed.

Thirty students in 1st year pre-<choct agud 3-4 years old, at Tarntip Preschool during 2
semesters of academic year 2005 were chhsen as the sample group. The 12 lesson plans using
story -telling activities to develop creativit, and study the progress of the pre- school 3-4 year old
students, the pre and post-study o creative behavior and learning progress observation check-
list, and the interval-stucy lea., “og progress observation check-list were employed as the research
methodology. The data vvere '..2n analyzed by Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, and T-test.
The result of the stdy ina. ated that;

" The lesson plans constructed using story-telling to develop creativity and
learning proress -vere highly appropriate for pre-school student aged 3-4 years old.

2. The observation of learning behavior during the use of the lesson plans
constructed found that the sample group gained a high level of learning behavior.

3. The comparison of creativity of pre and post-study applying the lesson plans,
found that in post-study, the sample group gained a higher level of creative behavior than

pre-study by a statistical significance of .05




4. The comparison of learning progress of pre and post-study applying the lesson
plans, found that in post-study, the sample group possessed a higher level of learning progress

than pre-study by a statistical significance at .05
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
