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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study participation patterns of communities in

preserving and developing historical sites in Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai as well as Lamphun
provinces. Additionally, the study included recommendations and suggestions community
participation patterns in preserving and developing historical sites in Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai
as well as Lamphun provinces.

The population samples were composed of 417 citizens of the three provinces. The
selection of the samples had been carried out through the use of incidental sampling technique.
The research tools consisted of questionnaires which yielded the dependability of 0.91. The
statistical analysis was made with frequency, percentage, average and Standard Deviation (SD)
values.

According to the research, it was found that

1. The communities participation patterns in preserving and developing historical
sites in Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai as well as Lamphun provinces was found to be at a lower
Jevel, which conformed to the assumption made earlier. The participation and the involvement
had been measured from the meximum to the minimum. The Patterns made were composed of the
following issues, mutual problem solving and finding the cause of each problem, assessment and
following up the activities and the projects, conservation and preservation management of the

antiques and their sites, mutual interest of communities, and joint planning.



2. The problems according to their seriousness from the most to the least, were

economic problems, communities problems and environmental problems.
3. The recommendations opinion from the most to the least were on the

communities themselves, and on the preservation as well as the publicizing of the communities.
