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ABSTRACT

This research had two purposes; to study the achievement in English for Everyday

Communication (ENG 0101 Grades) of students, and to compare the levels of achievement in
English for Everyday Communication (ENG 0101) of 4 groups of students. The sample under this
study comprised of 1,062 undergraduate students of Chiang Mai Rajabhat University who enrolled
in English for Everyday Communication (ENG 0101) in 2" semester in academic year 2007,
The instrument used was sccondary data consisting of the English Proficiency Test, the Remedial
English Course, and students’ grades in the Remedial English Course, Whereupon, the collected

data were analyzed through the application of mean, percentage, standard deviation, and the

Mann-Whitney Test.
The findings can be summarized as follows :

1. Learning Achievement in English for Everyday Communication (ENG 0101
Grades) for students indicated that most students achieved a low level,

2. Learning Achievement in English for Everyday Communication (ENG 0101
Grades) of the group of students who passed the English Proficiency Test and did not enroll in the
Remedial English Course had a higher grade average than that of the average total grade.

3. Learning Achievement in English for Everyday Communication (ENG 0101
Grades) of the group of students who passed the English Proficiency Test was different from that

of the group of students who failed the English Proficiency Test by a factor of .05.



4, Learing Achievement in English for Everyday Communication (ENG 0101
Grades) of the group of students who failed the English Proficiency Test and did not enroll in the
Remedial English Course was not different from that of the group of students who failed the
English Proficiency Test and passed the Remedial English Course.

5. Learning Achievement in English for Everyday Communication (ENG 0101
Grades) of the group of students who failed the English Proficiency Test and passed the Remedial
English Course was different from that of the group of students who failed the English

Proficiency Test and failed the Remedial English Course by a factor of 0.5.
