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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to study the personal behavior and factors concerning
the perception of health media by people in Chiang Dao district, Chiang Mai province. The study

_ was carried out by collecting information from a questionnaire completed by a sample of 400

during August and September 2009. The analysis was done by using the package program (SPSS
for Windows).

The study results found that the majority of the sample (58.00 percent) was female.
32.75 percent were age between 46-60 years. 90.75 percent were Thai nationals. 98.75 percent
were budishst. 69.50 percent were married/lived together. 51.75 percent held high school
diplomas as their highest education level. 45.25 percent earned between 3,000-6,000 baht as their
family monthly income and 42.75 percent were working on farms for wages. The majority of the
sample (17.00 percent) were public health volunteers and 14.75 percent were incumbents or
members of community groups with more than 1 position.

For behavior and perception to health media, the main media that the sample can reach
were television media after work and before going to bed. Secondly, community radios including
the national radio services of Thailand which included public communication and entertainment.
For the main media related to information perception were community radio, the national radio
services of Thailand, public announcements and public health volunteers, respectively. The main

moderators of public media were public health volunteers.



According to hypothesis testing, the study also found that occupation, nationality and
incumbent or being a member of community groups were related to health information perception
and rated to behavior towards health afier perception of health information at a significant level of .05.

To conclude, personal media were effected to other medias such as public health
volunteers. Both the personal media and the target groups for health communication had an
opportunity to access health information more than being a member of community groups. And
there were title role to uses the media to information announcement for people in various
publications. The improvement personal media to ability and adequately knowledge by folkways

and personal relation were important health communication channels.
