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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the model of for the administration of
integrated education management for special needs students at pilot primary schools, and to study
problems and obstacles in the administration of integrated education management for special need
students of pilot primary schools. The population in this research were 18 pilot primary schools
with integrated education management for special needs students under the office of Mae Hong
Son education service area region in 2 semester 2 of academic year 2553. The research instrument
consisted of 2 series. The first series was a questionnaire concerning the performance result of the
18 pilot primary schools. A according to the monitoring and evaluation approaches and evaluation
of the operation result of the schools projects in integrated education management under the
office of Mae Hong Son education service area region 2 in order to create a data base to select the
best practice schools to be a sample group for in depth study. The second scries was an in depth
interviewing form of the operation of the pilot schools with integrated education management
where the education of special need students and normal students operated well. 1 school was
chosen in each district so there was a total of 3 schools.

The research result revealed that the model of administration of integrated cducation
management for special needs students at 18 pilot primary schools. According to the integrated
educational management with the SEAT framework in all 4 aspects found that, the aspect of

lcarning activities had a high level of operation which were that the schools administrated learner



oriented form. There was the implementation of lesson plans particularly for special needs
students and for normal students as well as provision of learning activities concerning a focus on
personal differences. In the aspect of students, the respondents had asserted that there was the
lowest level of operation which may have resulted due to the lack of. readiness of schools with
normal students and with special needs students.

The conclusion of the study of 3 best practice schools revealed that;

In the aspect of learning management all schools realized that every learner had his
own ability of learning and self development. The activities and processes must encourage the
natural development of learners with high potential by being concerned with personal differences
which was the personal curriculum and educational management plan applied for special needs
students' educational management in particular which focuses on the learning process
management in daily situations and environment surrounded by independent learning. The
schools should encourage students to be active and conduct self knowledge and the school should
play important roles as the director of learning and should arrange the environment which
contributes to appropriate learning by time and place. On the learning materials and resources,
schools realized that the importance of learning materials and resources applied in educational
management were technology in authentic materials and the environment by the reliance that all
materials are important for learning. Moreover, the pacticipation of other organizations in the
public and private sectors should be involved in the school education management. Independent

organizations should work for special needs children in Thailand.
