Research Title: The Needs Assessment to Develop Guidance Services
of Schools Under Office of The Basic Education

Commission in Chiang Mai

ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were (1) to study the needs of developing
guidance services of schools under office of the basic education commission in
Chiang Mai, (2) to compare needs of developing guidance services of schools under
office of the basic education commission in Chiang Mai between under and schools
size in the difference, (3) to prioritize needs of develop guidance services of schools
under office of the basic education commission in Chiang Mai, (4) to propose the
approaches of developing guidance services of schools under office of the basic
education commission in Chiang Mai. The sample was 36 consisted of administrators,
guidance teachers, advisors, and the students were 654 secondary schools in schools
under the office of the basic education commission in Chiang Mai. That was selected
with Stratified Random Sampling. Research instruments were questionnaire and
unstructured interview. Data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, standard
deviation, paired-samples T-test, One-way ANOVA, Modified Priority Needs Index and
content analysis. The research findings were as follows;

1. The needs for developing guidance service of schools under the office of
the basic education commission in Chiang Mai, The reality of guidance service was a
high level in overall. The information service was at the highest level as follows;
Individual inventory service, Placement service, Follow - up service and
Counseling service, respectively. Moreover, The should be of guidance service was at

a very high level in overall. The placement service was at the highest level as



follows; Information service, Counseling service, Follow-up service, Individual
inventory service, respectively. T-test was found that the average score of guidance
service in schools both in reality and should be had a statistically significant
difference at the .05 and show that the administrators, suidance teachers, advisors,
and the students need to develop guidance services of schools in all aspects.

2. The schools of difference under was an average score of performance for
guidance services were significantly different at the .05 level. The primary schools
were an average score in overall and aspects of middle level, while the secondary
schools were an average score in overall and aspects of a high level. In addition, the
schools of different sizes was an average score of performance for guidance service
were significantly different at the .05 level.

3. The administrators, suidance teachers, advisors teacher, and students had
the most critical need in all aspect of the developing guidance services as follows;
Placement service (PNlyogified = 0.29), Counseling service (PNlyogified = 0.27), Follow —
up service (PNlyogifies = 0.26), Individual inventory service (PNlyodified = 0.20), and
Information service (PNlyogifieq = 0.17)

4. The guideline and approach to developing guidance services in schools
under the Office of the Basic Education Commission Chiang Mai Province can be
summarized as follows;

4.1 The Administrators suggested that all organizations involved in the
education to support the guidance effectively and helping students to know and
understand themselves in education and future career. The training for teachers who
guidance tasks in every year and should be guidance teachers in every primary
school.

4.2 The Guidance teachers suggested that administrators should
emphasize on guidance services, there should be adequate guidance personnel for
the number of students in school, there is guidance room, guidance teachers with
educational guidance degree, and should have a program or application for record
students information online systems such history of students, collection records,

education service, Including providing counseling services in online systems.



4.3 The advisor teachers suggested that should be managed as a
guidance services system and cover all services, there are additional guidance
teachers according to the needs and number of students, the schools should
develop suidance systems, there are ongoing guidance activities, a box for students
to comment on guidance services and the development of guidance in schools,
should be systems for both schools, administrators, teachers, students and personnel
in all functions in the school to cooperate

4.4 Students suggested that the school should have a counseling room,
a box for comment on guidance services, provide a workplace for students to part-
time, managed to learn outside the classroom and field trips, supporting the
scholarships for poor students, there are many guidance activities and interesting,
educational guidance camps, invited the person of the experience to guide students

in those professional fields and take an extra tutorial class for students.
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
