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ABSTRACT

The purposes of This research were to study. The conditions at Ban Mae Had School
in order to stipulate the approaches for initiating Eco-Tourism for Ban Mae Had community, to
analyze the strengths and weaknesses of Ban Mae Had School and also to analyze opportunities
and thread contents of Ban Mae Had Comumnunity in order to apply the information to the
establishment of Eco-Tourism in Ban Mae Had community and to develop a foorm of Eco -Tourism
promotion at Ban Mae Had school.

The target group used in this study were from Ban Mac Had School Moo 7, Thambol
Mae Suad, Amphur Sob Mei, Mae Hong Son Province. The data respondents consisted of
4 community leaders, 7 Mae Had School teachers, Ma Had community members, 4 traditional
leaders and 33 Ban Mae Had students in prathom 4-6 levels. This research was a case study
research, the research instruments applied were an interviewing form, brain stroming meeting
and observation of an analysis of the conditions.

The study revealed that Ban Mae Had School is located on high valley at 963 meters
above mean sea level. In the morning, it will be covered by fog particularly from October to
February. The surrounding is covered by forests, waterfalls and various kinds of plants. Mae
Had Community members still live by their traditional folkways with Pow Karens traditional

performances and from the brainstorming conducted in order to analyze the strengths and



weaknesses, critical periods and opportunities for the school, it was found that the strength was
the school officers. They have high capacity of knowledge, and comprehend and have experience
of tourism promotion activities arrangement and organization. The location of the school fits in
perfectly with natural resources, and maintains the identity of the Pow Kaens. The administrators
support the operation of the community curriculum. The weaknesses were that the school internal
management is still unclear of structure and systems due to the movement conditions of teachers.
There is a lack of infrastructure and the school curriculum was not related to practical conditions.
The opportunity to promote the school as an Eco-tourism resource consisted of the traditional
folkways with Karens culture which would be promoted. Also, the school had a good location as
regards scenery, and natural resources and a good chance to promote tourism related to the
provincial policy. The community had participated in educational management and the basic
educational committee had granted the opportunity to establish a suitable curriculum.
The problems of promoting at Ban Mae Had School were lack of budget in tourism management
to develop the infrastructure available, inconvenience of transportation and insufficiency of
language communicated to tourists. These obstacles wee an inappropriate condition to tourism
development.

There fore, appropriated approaches to developing Eco-Tourism in the school, should
be to prepare in all aspects mentioned, particularly attaining the knowledge of tourism resources
management. The school should develop together with the community correlated fo the
preservation of nature and community identity. In the aspect of curriculum management, the
school should focus on eco-tourism promotion and all matters, by integrated learning and
arranging tourism promotion activities. The school should cooperate with the community in
planning in order to avoid the student times of learning and the management on community
participation. The community should be provided with opportunities in planning and sharing the

benefits of the activities conducted.
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
