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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the opinion of the school
administrators, teachers and the members of the local autonomy officers in Sa-Moeng District,
Chiang Mai Province about the decentralization of foundation education to local autonomy, and to
study the problems and the suggestions on the foundation educational decentralization to the local
autonomy of the school administrators, teachers and the members of the local autonomy officers
in Sa-Moeng District, Chiang Mai Province. Samples were 11 school administrators, 59 teachers,
59 local autonomy officers who were randomized by simple random sampling. The gathering of
data was by researcher using the questionnaires. Analyzing of data was by frequency, percentage,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation and analysis of variance. The results were as follows:-

1. Most of the school administrators, teachers and local autonomy officers in Sa-
Moeng District, Chiang Mai Province were male, 41-50 years old, had bachelor degrees, were
earning 5,001-10,000 bath per month earning, were teachers, and working in school for 11 years
or more,

2. The school administrators, and teachers in Sa-Moeng District, Chiang Mai
Province didn’t agree with the decentralization to local autonomy, but the autonomy officers in

Sa-Moeng District, Chiang Mai Province were not sure about the decentralization to the local

autonomy.




3. The school administrators, teachers and local autonomy officers in Sa-Moeng
District, Chiang Mai Province differed by .05 in their opinions about the decentralization of
foundation education to local autonomy.

4. The school administrators in Sa-Moeng District, Chiang Mai Province were
uncertain about the potential of the local autonomy offices in supporting the budget and
promoting the quality of education, and they suggested that there should be support for the
school in the case of experts, visual education, educational equipment, employing active teachers,
and teacher assistants, file officers in case of the need, lunch and milk for the students, disfigure the
school building, and setting up a source of water.

5. The teachers in Sa-Moeng District, Chiang Mai Province thought that they were
not ready for the decentralization of foundation education and suggested that they should set up
the structures and the system of administration.

6. The local autonomy officers in Sa-Moeng District, Chiang Mai Province thought
that there was a problem with the function of schools, and that the small local autonomy offices
have a lack of budget, and their suggestions were decentralization of the foundation education to
the local autonomy offices because of conforming to the constitution, and that there was a lot of
local strategy development in local autonomy offices, school boards should include people in the
village in order to follow up, supervise and evaluate the teachers, and they should set up public

hearings before proceeding with every project.
