1. Most of the of Lamnang stat. and private higher education students are female,
19-20 years old, freshmen, physival education majors, have studied in the faculty of education,
whose parents earn 3,000-5,009 Lotk per month, and who have lived with parents and have been
the first of two children >f the. - family.

2. Tn. most common opinion of Lampang state higher education students about
football gamblin, was that it was a cause of debt and crime.

3. The most common opinion of Lampang private higher education students on
football gambling was that it was a cause of debt.

4. The common opinions of Lampang state and private higher education students
on football gambling were that there were 11-45 gamblers, they contacted the banker in game by
telephone, they received the information about games from their friends themselves and sports
newspapers, they made-decisions from sports newspapers, received the result of football

gambling from sports newspapers, they favored the international football matches, they received




the money from parents to pay for football gambling, the result of football gambling was that
more money was paid than received, they used the money from football gambling for football
gambling, the result of football gambling was debt.

5. The common opinions of Lampang state and private higher education students
were that the bankers in games asked for payment by bullying, killing and manhandling, asked for
payment by telephone, made money by stealing, gambling and others for debt payment, an easy
way to get rich was seen as the reason for football gambling, most gamblers in Lampang wex.
