2. Comparatively by the variables of gender, age, class standing, grade point
average (GPA), family condition and guardian’s occupation, the said behaviors were
as follows.

2.1 By gender, the said behaviors as a whole and in the aspects of
sexual restraint differed at the 0.001 level of statistical significance. While right means

of livelihood and truthfulness (sincerity) differed at the 0.05 level of statistical



significance. As a whole, female students had a higher level of the said behaviors
than their male counterparts.
