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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to studies and compare achievement of
Mathematics Strand about Money, Mixed and Decimal Problems of Prathomsuksa 4 Students,
Kowitthamrong Chiangmai School, after learning by using the Participatory method. The sample
are 37 4/1 students as the control group, and 37 4/2 students as the experimental group, a total of
74 students. Tools used in the research included 20 particpatory lesson plans for teaching 20
hours, 20 regular lesson plans for teaching 20 11011;'3, the achievement test and a participant
observation form. Students were tested before, subsequently taught the lesson plans. There was
participant observation while teaching, and they were tested at the end of the study.

The statistics used are Mean, Standard deviation, t-test independent samples test
and t- test dependent samples test . The findings show that:

1. The experimental and control group were not statistically different in pre-
instructional achievement.

2. The experimental from were not statistically higher than the control group in post-
instructional achievement.

3. The experimental group had a statistical difference between the pre and post-
instructional achievement by a level of significance of 0.01.

4. The experimental and control group were not statistically different in post-

instructional achievement .



5. The participatory learning behavior was at a satisfactory level: the students
attentively and were responsible; moreover, they took part in the group activities by helping and
interacting within the group, as well as adjusting themselves to create a good relationship among

the groups and shared their ideas which will be of great benefit to them.
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
