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-ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research into the Thai-Laos cattle trading network in Chiang
Khong, Chiang Rai Thailand with their counterparts in Huay Xai, Bo Kaew in Lao People's
Democratic Republic (PDR) and the surrounding areas of each community is as follow; 1) To
study the working of Thai-Laos cattle trading network 2) To study barriers, other influencing
factors and their effects in the Thai-Laos cattle trading network 3) To suggest the development
model of a Thai-Laos cattle trading network, respectively. Of the 100 persons surveyed, directly
connected with the Thai-Laos cattle trading network, sample of 80 responses were deemed
sufficient to complete the research, using the survey methodology principle used for this study,
based on the culture, together with the theory of human motivation and theory of communication.

The results confirmed, that according to consumer demand, the Thai-Laos cattle
trading network were required to increasingly rely on highbred or crossbred cattle production.
Accordingly farmers of Thai-Laos cattle trading network concentrated on the production of
highbred and crossbred cattle to satisfy the modern consumer demands, which is expected to
increase in the future, so too as to the range of products required. Cattle traders required enough
products to serve customer and their demands. Government officials are now responsible for
hygiene standards of cattle, beef, markets and slaughterhouse recognized on the international
stage. The hindrances and other factors that influenced Thai-Laos cattle trading network indicated
that farmers who raised local cattle, lacked the knowledge to raise highbred cattle in keeping with

international hygienic standards. In addition traders bought and sold only local cattle that were not



consistent with modern consumer demands. The Thai-Laos cattle trading network development
model now exhibited is gaining momentum with 98% of the private sector and 95% of the
government officials involved in the cattle trade showing a positive response, all of whom are
focusing on consumer demand, With the conclusion of the Thai- Laos network it could be seen
that with this model Thailand can set up other networks with other countries. In term of the Thai-
Laos cattle trading network ongoing development, government and private officials should
educate and encourage the cattle trading network to concentrate on the farming of highbred cattle
that would provide a variety of products matching demand, including improving tax rules to the

benefit for cattle trading network, as mention above.
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
